Debuting March 13, 2005, at the Lincoln Theatre, Capital Talents  brings together in one

public performance some of the many talented young artists who ordinarily perform only for an

audience at their own arts group.  In this way, the general public has been able to enjoy a

variety of the area’s most gifted performers.

This year’s performance includes 17 year old tap virtuoso Cartier Williams who is a

senior at DC’s Wilson High School and who has performed nationally and internationally with

Savion Glover.   Other dance is represented by ballet from the Berrend Dance Centre in Olney,

MD; the Step Team from DC’s Dance Place; modern dance from DC’s Dance Institute; and a
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Mexican dance by the 6-13 year old girls in Los Quetzalitos from Arlington’s Quetzales Mexican

Dance Ensemble.

Instrumentalists include the DC Youth Orchestra’s Virtuosi String Ensemble; 13 year old

DC pianist Anna Russell and 15 year old classical guitarist Matar Batyonathan, of Rockville, MD

who both study at DC’s Levine School of Music; and percussion from the Combo of 15 year old

Kush Adadey of Cheverly, MD.  Anna Russell, Matar Batyonathan and Kush Abadey are all former

Laurel Fund grantees.   The Washington Conservatory of Music is represented by 14 year old

flutist Hillary Tidman of the District and pianist Carolyn Colton, 14, of Bethesda, MD. 

Vocal music comes from 14 year old Gabriela Sotomayor of Adelphi, MD who studies at

the Ottley School of Music in Hyattsville, MD.

Jennifer Cover Payne, Executive Director of the Cultural Alliance of Greater Washington

and a member of The Laurel Fund’s Advisory Committee will again be the performance’s Master

of Ceremonies.

Laurel Fund grantees performed at 60 local venues including homeless shelters,

drug recovery centers, hospitals, youth centers and residences for seniors, among others.
